STADIUM ENFORCES CLOSED CAMPUS PoLICY
All Tacoma Schools operate on a closed campus policy.
Once a student has boarded a school bus, he/she is
considered at school. When students arrive at school,
they are to remain on school campus until dismissed at
the end of the day, unless excused through the
attendance office. Students must bring a written
parental request to the attendance office before

leaving campus for early dismissal.  Students are
subject to disciplinary action for leaving campus without
permission.

GENERAL INFORMATION

P.E. R EQUIREMENTS

The Stadium Physical Education Department provides a variety
of classes to meet the health and fitness needs of Stadium
students. Our curriculum includes classes in weight training and
conditioning; swimming and life saving; sports and games;
dance and show production; and advanced weight lifting.

FRESHMAN PE 1: All students in Physical Education classes
need to provide their own lock for the locker that is assigned.
Students make three six-week rotations to the gym/weight room,
dance, and swimming. Athletic clothing and athletic shoes are
needed for dance and the gym/weight room rotation and a
swimsuit will be needed for swimming. Acceptable athletic cloth-
ing may be sweat pants, sweat shirt, t-shirts, and shorts (no
higher than two inches above the knee). T-shirts need to cover
students from the neck (clavicle) to below the waist and cover
their upper arms. No cleavage or midriff may show. No sagging
shorts or sweat pants. Pajamas are not athletic clothing and flip
flops and slippers are not athletic shoes.

PARENTS, you do not have to buy expensive clothing for
P.E. Further, we strongly recommend that all clothing and
shoes be labeled with the students name to reduce theft.

The boys and girls locker rooms are locked during class.
However, this does not guarantee or substitute for locking up
personal items. Please leave all valuable items and large sums
of money at home.

The focus of all classes at Stadium, including P.E., is learning.
P.E. is not the place to show off midriffs, cleavage, or buttocks...
S0 parents please talk to your student about appropriate
classroom attire.

This curriculum is highly
recommended by the Office of the Superintendent of Public In-
struction. It provides strategic lessons that enable students to
earn a high school diploma and graduate with a plan for their
future career pursuits.

During the school year students will meet approximately once a
month in a small group setting.
