2nd fight: May subject a student to a long-term
suspension or an expulsion.

STADIUM ENFORCES CLOSED CAMPUS PoLICY
All Tacoma Schools operate on a closed campus policy.
Once a student arrives at the bus stops , he/she is
considered at school. When students arrive at school,
they are to remain on school campus until dismissed at
the end of the day; Exception: If student is excused
through the attendance office. Students must bring a
written parental request to the attendance office and
receive approval before leaving campus for early
dismissal. Students are subject to disciplinary action for
leaving campus without authorization from attendance
staff.

EARLY DISMISSALS

Attendance Policy: Washington Law states that parents are
responsible for their child(ren) attending school on a regular
basis. District Policy specifies that after missing 12 days in a
semester, credit maybe denied. Good attendance is essen-
tial to academic success. Stadium has an automated tele-
phone system that is used to notify parents when a student
has missed any class on a given day. Parents/guardians are
reminded that students must bring a note immediately fol-

| owing an absence. The note
number, the day/date of absence, reason for absence and
the parent/guardian's daytime phone. Please understand that
Stadium administration reserves the right to determine
whether an absence is excused or unexcused. Irregular at-
tendance, excessive absences and tardiness many require
supportive documentation, e.

EXCUSED AND UNEXCUSED ABSENCES
(PoLicy 3122)

Regular school attendance is necessary for mastery of the
educational program provided to students of the district.

Students at times may appropriately be absent from class.
The following principles shall govern the development and
administration of attendance procedures within the district:

Excessive absences due to personal illness or a health
condition; a religious observance; school-approved activities;
appearance in court; family emergencies and personal
reasons will require administrative review and approval. Sus-
pensions or expulsions are not excused . Exception:
absences will be considered unexcused if student has been
petitioned for truancy (Becca Bill). The principal may, upon
request by a parent, grant permission in advance for a
student's absence providing such absence does not
adversely affect the student's educational progress. If and
when a student is absent for personal illness after three
days, parents may need to provide verification from the
doctor or the school nurse and will require an approval

from an administrator.

If an absence is excused (except for long-term suspensions
and expulsions), the student shall be permitted to make up
all missed assignments outside of class under reasonable

shoul d i

conditions and time limits established by the appropriate
teacher. In participation-type classes a student's grade may
be affected because of the student's inability to make up the
activities conducted during a class period. An excused
absence shall be verified by the parent, adult, emancipated
or appropriately aged student, or school authority
responsible for the absence.

Students who were absent due to suspension/expulsion, are
required to meet with the administrator who placed them on
leave before getting a re-entry.

GENERAL INFORMATION

P.E. R EQUIREMENTS

The Stadium Physical Education Department provides a variety
of classes to meet the health and fitness needs of Stadium
students. Our curriculum includes classes in weight training and
conditioning; swimming and life saving; sports and games;
dance and show production; and advanced weight lifting.

FRESHMAN PE 1: All students in Physical Education classes
need to provide their own lock for the locker that is assigned.
Students make three six-week rotations to the gym/weight room,
dance, and swimming. Athletic clothing and athletic shoes are
needed for dance and the gym/weight room rotation and a
swimsuit will be needed for swimming. Acceptable athletic cloth-
ing may be sweat pants, sweat shirt, t-shirts, and shorts (no
higher than two inches above the knee). T-shirts need to cover
students from the neck (clavicle) to below the waist and cover
their upper arms. No cleavage or midriff may show. No sagging
shorts or sweat pants. Pajamas are not athletic clothing and flip
flops and slippers are not athletic shoes.

PARENTS, you do not have to buy expensive clothing for
P.E. Further, we strongly recommend that all clothing and
shoes be labeled with the students name to reduce theft.

The boys and girls locker rooms are locked during class.
However, this does not guarantee or substitute for locking up
personal items. Please leave all valuable items and large sums
of money at home.

The focus of all classes at Stadium, including P.E., is learning.

PARKING PRIVILEGES
