STADIUM ENFORCES CLOSED CAMPUS PoLICY
All Tacoma Schools operate on a closed campus policy.

Attendance Policy: Washington Law states that parents are
responsible for their child/children attending school on a
regular basis. District Policy specifies that after missing 12
days in a semester, credit may be denied. Good attendance
is essential to academic success. Stadium has an automated
telephone system that is used to notify parents when a stu-
dent has missed any class on a given day. Parents/

guardians are reminded that students must bring a note im-
mediately following an absence.

EXCUSED AND UNEXCUSED ABSENCES
(PoLicy 3122)

Regular school attendance is necessary for mastery of the
educational program provided to students of the district.
Students, at times, may appropriately be absent from class.
The following principles shall govern the development and
administration of attendance procedures within the district:

Excessive absences due to personal illness or a health
condition; a religious observance; school-approved activities;
appearance in court; family emergencies and personal
reasons will require administrative review and approval. Sus-
pensions or expulsions are not excused . Exception:
absences will be considered unexcused if student has been
petitioned for truancy (Becca Bill). The principal may, upon
request by a parent, grant permission in advance for a
student's absence providing such absence does not
adversely affect the student's educational progress. If and
when a student is absent for personal illness after three
days, parents may need to provide verification from the
doctor or the school nurse and will require an approval

from an administrator.

If an absence is excused (except for long-term suspensions
and expulsions), the student shall be permitted to make up
all missed assignments outside of class under reasonable

conditions and time limits established by the appropriate
teacher. In participation-type classes a student's grade may
be affected because of the student's inability to make up the
activities conducted during a class period. An excused
absence shall be verified by the parent, adult, emancipated
or appropriately aged student, or school authority
responsible for the absence.

Students who were absent due to suspension/expulsion, are
required to meet with the administrator who placed them on
leave before getting a re-entry.

STADIUM _LIBRARY | NFORMATION

The Library at Stadium High School provides direct services to
students and staff to teach and support Information Literacy.
The print collection consists of 14,000+ books, 32 magazine
subscriptions and 2 daily newspapers.

Materials may be checked out with a current Stadium |.D. card.
Ninth grade students are scheduled for an Introduction to the
Library and Intro to Information Literacy. The Library is open
before and after school (7:00 a.m.-2:30 p.m.). Students are
required to have passes to come to the Library between 7:30
a.m. and 2:00 p.m., excluding lunch.

Our library has 40 Internet accessible computers and a printer
for student research. Each student is encouraged to use their
Electronic Locker to save their work and appropriate use of
Flash Drives is also allowed. Numerous word processing pro-
grams and other research and presentation software are avail-
able. An acceptable use policy is in place for computers and the
bottom line is that Public Funds provide our computers and only
educational use is permitted.

PARKING PRIVILEGES

We have a parking garage with limited spaces for students.

The Stadium High Schodglarage is reservedor registered vehicles driven by Stadium teachers, staff and stu-
dents. Garage parking ispaivilege for studentd not a right; therefore, parking garage violations, discipli-
nary issues, unexcused absences/off campus violations and punctuality are grounds for revoking parking pr
leges. Please review all parking regulations with your parents and call the school for clarification of any par
ing matter.

Parking Rules
1. Only park in your assigned parking spad¢éo Exceptions Parking in another space will subject you
to fines, booting, towing and/or loss of parking privileges.

2. Students are not be permitted to leave parking garage during unauthorized times.
3. Using cell phone while driving in garage or on campus may result in loss of parking privileges.
4, Parking garage is off limits during all emergency procedures. Student will not be permitted to go to th

garage unless or until administrative approval is given. During an emergency evacuation, you may |
required to ride a bus and your vehicle may have to remain at school until the campus is cleared.
Violation of this rule will result in serious consequences.

5. Student drivers must inform the office immediately (within 24 hours) of any changes in vehicle, license
plate, insurance, or car pool participants.

6. Loitering in the parking garage is prohibited. Students are expected to lock their cars and leave tl
parking garage immediately upon arriving at school. Students need written permission from an
administrator, security or the SRO to be in parking garage during school hours.

7. Students cannot possess or stow drugs, alcohol, weapons, tobacco products or other contraband in

8. Students who temporarily change vehicles for a day or two must immediately (defined as same day
is driven) inform security in writing and must post placard.

May | bring a note to clean up unexcused absences so that | can meet the parking criteria for unexcused
absences?You certainly can remember to make attendance corrections with attendance office; however, co
recting the record for the sake of qualifying for parking is not an acceptable practice. Unexcused absenc
must be excused within the-28 hour window of their occurrence.

Is it true that only seniors can apply for parking? TRUE. Parking is a senior perk for those who qualify.

IS THERE A WAIT LIST ? Yes. The WAIT LIST was randomly selected the same day as the selection
process for the actual parking spots. There are usually far more applications than parking spots. Appro
mately 35 names will be drawn for the first semester Wait List. These 35 names will also be randomly select
during the public selection process.

May | apply for parking if | do not drive on a regular (everyday) basis? NO. Parking spots are at a pre-
mium! Do not apply for a parking spot unless you will drive EVERY day. If your parking space is not usec
by assigned car(s) for more than THREE days, you will subject parking privileges to revocation without re
fund.

| have a preauthorized absence for four or more days; how can | avoid cancellation of my parking
spot? In the event of an absence that will be four or more days, you must get authorization from the parkir
administrator or security.

If my parking privileges are terminated, am | eligible for a refund? NO. Stadium has a NGREFUND
